A Joyful Psalm #76: Psalm 112

Do you love food? I love food. We just so happen to be concluding “Restaurant Week” here in Charleston, WV,
and it is quite fitting for the readings this weekend. I have decided that God loves food. Consider the following: the
first sin is committed by the consumption of food; the Israelites are instructed to eat the Passover lamb;

God feeds them in the desert with manna from heaven; Jesus is born in the City of Bethlehem, which means “City
of Bread”; He is born in a feeding trough where animals eat; He gives himself to us to be eaten in the Holy Eucharist.

The matter used for the Holy Eucharist is especially unique. All the other Sacraments use the naturally occurring
materials of oil and water. The Eucharist uses bread and wine, which we physically make ourselves. During the
presentation of gifts at Mass, we present our broken, unfermented selves, and the Lord changes this matter into
Himself!

In the Gospel Reading, Jesus says, “You are the salt of the earth. But if salt loses its taste, with what can it be
seasoned? It is no longer good for anything.” (Mt.5: 13) As the Body of Christ, we are meant to “stick out” of the
crowd just as well-seasoned food “stick out” of the menu. We are to be the “light of the world that must shine
before others.” (Mt. 5:16)

Do you love food? God loves you, and he wants to season you to go forth and be a light to others: to be a “light in
darkness for the upright.” (Ps. 112)

**Do not try to submit an application in the EMA portal or your Notice of Intent to your county board of education for the 2023-24

For the 32nd consecutive year, the Diocesan Tuition Assistance Program (TAP) is striving to keep Catholic school education
affordable for families who desire it for their children but who may need some financial assistance to make that dream a reality.
Thanks to the ongoing and genuine commitment of The Most Reverend Mark Brennan to the Catholic schools in our Diocese,
funds have, once again, been allocated for distribution to families in need of financial assistance.

Applying for TAP through FACTS is easy and affordable. You are encouraged to apply if your child is already enrolled or has been
accepted by one of the Catholic schools in the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston for the 2023-2024 school year.

e Who is eligible? Any student accepted for the 2023-2024 school year in any Diocesan Catholic school (PK thru grade 12) is
eligible. Determinations are based upon a family's degree of need relative to all other applicants.

e Phase I: open to Catholic families ONLY

e Phase Il: open to ALL families

e How do | apply? Applications are made on-line. Go to www.factsmgt.com, click on “Grant & Aid Assessment” and log in. If
you do not have Internet access, contact your school office for assistance.

e Cost? The application fee is $35. The Diocese will pay $17.50 and families pay the other $17.50.

e Grants: Diocesan grants for families who have completed their applications and show financial need will receive up to 50% of
the child’s tuition.

e Phase | Deadline In order to receive notification in late May, applications (including all required documentation and payment)
are to be received by FACTS by April 30, 2023. Phase | is intended for Catholic families ONLY with children currently enrolled or
already accepted for the 2023-2024 school year in any Catholic school in the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston. Families must
belong to a parish included on the drop-down list as part of the on-line application.

NEW: PLEASE READ

Phase Il Deadline In order to receive notification in September, all applications for 2023-2024 (including all required
documentation and payment of the fee) MUST be RECEIVED by FACTS no later than August 31, 2023. Phase Il is now intended for
Catholic and Non-Catholic families. If an application was submitted during Phase |, please contact the school. Please do NOT
submit a second application.

Note 1: No assistance will be available from the Diocese or from any school unless:
1. an application is completed in full (ALL questions answered) and submitted

2. all required documentation is provided, AND

3. the family portion ($17.50) of the application fee is paid by the deadline.
