GUNSMOKE AND COMMUNION FROM THE CUP

John’s Gospel, 6:53, Amen Amen, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man, and drink His blood,

you do not have life within you.

6:55, For My flesh is true food, and My blood is true drink.

The 635 episodes of Gunsmoke, filmed from 1955 to 1975, before and after the Second Vatican Council, depict
life out west in the 1890’s. They depict, authentically the good guys and the bad guys drinking, one after another,
from the same canteen and/or whiskey bottle. What I find interesting is that from that 1955-1975, while filming the
episodes, Matt Dillon, Chester, Festus, Doc Adams, and Newly, maybe Miss Kitty, apparently drink, at times, from
the same container without wiping the lip of the containers. Extraordinary Ministers of Communion of the Cup are
diligent in wiping off the cup and turning it slightly after each communicant. This and the alcoholic element of the
consecrated wine should alleviate our fears. I have never heard of anyone adversely afflicted from drinking from
the Communion Cup which had been done up to the Council of Constance in 1415 and since Sacrosanctum

Concilium in 1963.

Chrism Mass

The Chrism Mass comes once a year to your
cathedral. If you’ve never celebrated it, you’re missing
one of the most solemn and significant liturgies of our
Church. During the Mass, your bishop will bless the Oil
of Catechumens, the Oil of the Sick, and the Sacred
Chrism. We use the first for adult catechumens and
infants, the second for anointing the sick, and the Sacred
Chrism for Baptism, Confirmation, the ordination of
priests and bishops, and the consecration of altars. All
three are basically an olive oil; Chrism spices the air with
the scent of a perfume, traditionally balsam. For pastoral
reasons, another vegetable oil and perfume may be used.

Bishops have blessed oil ever since the early
Church. They baptized catechumens at the Easter Vigil
and prepared Chrism fresh for the occasion. While they
were consecrating Chrism, they blessed the other oils as
well. Rather than overburdening the Vigil with this ritual,
bishops blessed these oils at the previous celebration of
the Eucharist, Holy Thursday. This also allowed time to
transport vessels of oil from the cathedral to all the
churches in the diocese. For more than one thousand
years, bishops blessed the oils at the cathedral Holy
Thursday liturgy, but in 1955, we added a separate Mass
earlier in the day at the cathedral for that purpose, the
Chrism Mass. Today it may be celebrated on a different
day shortly before Holy Thursday to give the celebration
independence and so that more people like you may
attend.

Because the bishop is the only minister in the
diocese who may consecrate Chrism, this Mass
highlights his ministry and our union with him.

He will not baptize and confirm everyone in the

parishes of the diocese, but he will be symbolically
present in the Chrism that the priests and deacons will
use. In recent years, this Mass has also acknowledged the
ministry of priests. It invites them to renew their
commitment of service and to receive the prayers and
support of the people. The Chrism Mass gathers the
faithful of the diocese at their mother church with their
shepherd to prepare for celebrations of Christ in all our
churches throughout the year.

Actions Speak Louder Than Words

Today's readings: Procession: Matthew 21:1-11. Mass:
Isaiah 50:4-7; Psalm 22:8-9, 17-18, 19-20, 23-24;
Philemon 2:6-11; Matthew 26:14—27:66. Today marks a
major turning point in the liturgical year, and the way the
liturgy 1s celebrated signals the transition. The assembly
processes and waves palm branches just as did the crowds
that gathered to welcome Jesus to Jerusalem. In the Liturgy
of the Word, we participate in the proclamation of the
Gospel account that follows that day, detailing the arrest,
trial, conviction, torture, crucifixion, and death on the cross.
It is heart-wrenching and mystifying.

In looking back at the last three Sundays of Lent, we
recall that Jesus reveals his full identity to the woman from
Samaria, the man blind from birth, and Mary, Martha, and
Lazarus. On trial, however, he is mute before Pilate. His
humility and obedicnce to God reveal his divinity.

Holy Week offers us the opportunity to walk alongside
our Lord from the cross to the garden. This week 1s sacred.
Approach it like a week-long retreat. Make arrangements to
fully participate in the liturgies of Holy Week and to prayer-
fully accompany our Lord through it all.

Monday, April 3

Faithful Friends

Mary anoints the feet of Jesus with perfumed oil and dries
them with her hair. This tender gesture took place at a ban-
quet held in Jesus' honor for restoring her brother Lazarus to
life. We can look to Jesus and his authentic fnendship with
Mary, Martha, and Lazarus, to emulate in our relationships.
Today's readings: Isaiah 42:1-7: Psalm 27:1, 2, 3, 13-14;
John 12:1-11.

Tuesday, April 4

Wear the Armor of Faith

Both the prophet Isaiah and the psalmist recall the hand of
God in our lives from the moment we are created in our
mother’s womb. The Gospel passage highlights our tendency
to forget our ongins in God and turn away in betrayal.
Reflect on how your Lenten practices have helped you form
habits that have streagthened your armor of fidelity. Today's
readings: Isaiah 49:1-6; Psalm 71:1-2, 3—4a, Sab—6ab, 15
and 17; John 13:21-33, 36-38.

Wednesday, April 5

Spy Wednesday

Wednesday of Holy Week 1s referred to as “spy Wednesday”
because the Gospel reading from Matthew reveals that Judas
will betray Jesus. Look for an opportunity to upturn the igno-
miny of this day. Invite someone to attend Mass with you on
Easter. Share your faith in Jesus with someone who doubts.
Send an Easter card promising prayer to someone who needs
spiritual support. Today's readings: Isaiah 50:4-9a; Psalm
69:8-10, 21-22, 3] and 33-34; Matthew 26:14-25.

Thursday, April 6

Holy Thursday
The scason of Lent ends as the sun sets today and the Sacred
Paschal Triduom commences. Jesus, fully aware that “he had

come from God and was returning to God,” chooses the inti-
mate gesture of washing his disciples’ feet (John 13:5).
He draws as close as possible to those he loves. As he did
for his disciples, he does for us tonight at the Mass of the
Lord’s Supper. Today's readings: Exodus 12:1-8, 11-14;
Psalm 116:12-13, 15-16bc, 17-18; I Corinthians 11:23-26;
John 13:1-15.

Friday, April 7

Bend on Knee

In union with Christians around the world, the faithful
assemble on Good Friday to recall the final hours of Jesus’
life—when he is condemned to die, beaten, forced to carry
his cross, and publicly crucified. Approaching the cross, the
faithful offer a gesture of veneration. We touch, kiss, bow, or
genuflect to the instrument of our salvation. God steadfastly
invites us to draw close. Today we do that on bended knee,
Today’s readings: Isaiah 52:13—53:12; Psalm31:2, 6, 12-13,
15-16, 17, 25; Hebrews 4:14-16; 5:7-9; John 18:1—19:42.

Saturday, April 8

Keep Vigil

We continue our journey through the Sacred Paschal Triduum
after sundown at the Easter Vigil. Through Scripture readings,
psalms and prayers, we deliberately recount the entire plan of
salvation from God’s handiwork in creation to Jesus' over-
coming the power of death in resurrection. Listen carcfully to
the story unfold. It is a magnificent synthesis not to be missed.

104:1-2, 5-6, 10, 12, 13-14, 24, 35 or Psalm 33:4-3, 6-7,
