The Rite of Christian Initiation of

Adults (RCIA) is the process
RCIA 3 joarnay s faith established for the universal Church

for individuals to become Catholic
and receive the sacraments of Initiation, Baptism,
Confirmation, and the Eucharist. This initiation process
also involves a parish community experiencing a renewal
in faith as it prepares and welcomes new members into
the Church. The Rite speaks of conversion as a “spiritual
journey.” Centered on fostering a deep relationship with
Jesus and the Church he founded, this journey takes
place through distinct stages over a period of time (late
August to Easter) suitable to bring about a thorough
catechesis, significant experience of the parish
community, and commitment to the liturgical and moral
life of the Catholic faithful. The RCIA process is a
restoration of the ancient catechumenate, arising within
the first three centuries following the era of the apostles.
It was the early Church’s way of Christianizing the
pagan Roman Empire. The Second Vatican Council
called for the restoration and use of this venerable and
powerful method of initiation for the worldwide Church.

From our music director...

A Joyful Psalm #95: Psalm 65

The readings this weekend send us a clear message: The Lord wants to plant His Word into our hearts, and we need to
cultivate our soil to properly accept this Word.

My wife and I used to live in Los Angeles for a time. We moved across the country to pursue a dream of mine: to be a
composer of film and television music. I had recently been awarded a rare, paid internship to live and work within the
media world of Hollywood. I began working for a composer to prepare music for TV shows like Under the Dome (CBS)
and Nashville (ABC). I was shadowing recording sessions of major shows like The Simpsons (FOX) and The Smurfs
(Columbia Pictures). While on the one hand, life was good. On the other hand, looking back, I can see that my spiritual
life was dry and dead. The Lord could hardly plant any seeds on this dry soil, which was so intent on a tough career.

As Renae was pregnant with our first child, I quickly needed to find work that was more dependable; work that paid
well with benefits. I was incredibly fortunate to find a steady, full-time job as the music director of a large parish in
Orange County, CA. The Lord began to sew His seeds. Coming from WV (about 2% Catholic), witnessing the Church in
Southern California was impressive: The parish had 3,000+ families, the parish Knights of Columbus had 200+ active
members; the weekly youth night had 70+ kids; the music program had 120+ volunteer musicians! We hosted two
concerts/year and made a music pilgrimage to Italy. In short, we met a community that changed our lives — they
cultivated our soul in so many ways.

Looking back now, I can see that we went to CA to find one thing, and the Lord showed us another. Thanks to His grace
and cultivating, the seed began to fall on good ground, and it started yielding a fruitful harvest. (Lk.8:8; Ps.65)
